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Importing CQG Access Pages

1. Download the “NYMEX_Access.pac” file to your c:\ drive.
Left click on the button.
3. Select Import/Export User Setups.
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4. Select “Import.” Also select “Component Pac”.

5. Click “OK.” On the following screen, click the browse button and navigate
to the removable storage device (memory stick). Double-click on the ‘CQG Access
software’ on that drive, and highlight ‘Nymex_Access.pac”. Click “Open.”
